About Joseph Flibbert

After receiving a PhD from the University of lllinois in 1970, Flibbert joined the English faculty at Salem
State, where he worked for nearly thirty years, until his death in 1999. During his tenure, Flibbert
served as department chair and director of graduate studies in English. A distinguished Hawthorne
and Melville scholar, Flibbert most notably taught American literary works and literature of the sea,
subjects about which he lectured extensively at home and abroad. In addition to his work at the
college, Flibbert served as president of both the Nathaniel Hawthorne Society and Salem Athenaeum.
His published works include Melville and the Art of Burlesque (1974), “Poetry in the Mainstream,” in
America and the Sea: A Literary History (1995), and Salem: Cornerstones of a Historic City (1999).
