By Mail Ballots are primarily a form of 

voting through mail by when people are 

unable to mahe it to in-person polls due 

to certain circumstances, such as 

C0V1D-19. Normally it is required to file 

for a request, and you will be permitted 

to vote by mail so long as you are a 

registered voter.
