UNPRECEDENTED AND OVERWHELMING FORCE, 
MAINTAINED JEWISH CULTURE AND ASSERTED JEWISH 
VALUES IN THE VERY MIDST OF ENSLAVEMENT AND 
DESTRUCTION. 

EVEN AS WE MOURN SUCH MASSIVE GENOCIDE, 
WITH ITS PARALLELS THAT HAVE PERSISTED SINCE THE
